· It must be handwritten and not typed.

· Excessive punctuation/grammar errors will lower your grade. (Do not rush!)
· Take the time to write clearly and completely. Incomplete notes=no grade
· Students must write in blue or black pen; students may write on both sides of the paper in the composition book.
