As we move into the reading of The Great Gatsby it is crucial to understand the Roaring 1920s “Jazz Age” Period in American History. In groups the students will be completing MLA Cited Research (in an Annotated Bibliography) as well as a class Presentation (3-5 min) using a Min 5 Slide PPT.
