4. Based on the findings metioned in the previous question, what conclusions can you draw about the quality of essays written with ChatGPT?


5. The study contrasted how human teachers and “AI judges” evaluated the essays differently.  What differences were found?


6. Paraphrase the statement from the teachers quote.
7. Which group of participants was found to have the “strongest, widest ranging” brain activity during the study and which group actually showed a 55% decline in brain acuity (which means sharpness or clarity)?


8. Based on the findings metioned in the previous question, what does this suggest about the effect of ChatGPT on a student’s brain?


9. Further research is needed on the long-term impacts that artificial intelligence chatbots have on cognitive activity.  What two suggestions have researchers made that should be considered in future studies?



Short essay (standard minimum 200 words; honors minimum 300 words):
